
At our online session, we introduced Mentimeter, a tool for real-time
feedback and voting, which is already helping us gather more input
as we build our Constitution together. Across all sessions, members
emphasized the importance of a Constitution that reflects Wei Wai
Kum identity, values, and traditions, while promoting transparency,
accountability, and inclusivity.

Going forward, clear materials, 
creative tools, and open 
dialogue will be essential to 
shaping a Constitution that truly 
reflects the collective voice of the 
Nation.

We invite you to attend our 
upcoming second round of 
engagement sessions, focused 
on the Governance section. Your 
input will be just as important as 
we take this next step together.
